Enroll Programs in the Youth Program Registry

Appl icable youth programs, both �L�Q���S�H�U�V�R�Q and �R�Q���O�L�Q�H, are required to comply with the 
�<�R�X�W�K�����3rotection �Solicy�����<�3�3��. Full policy requirements and resources are outlined on the UM 
System �<�R�X�W�K��Protection webpage, and both live and on-demand learning opportunities are 
available for program coordinators. 

How can I tell if the �< �3�3 applies to a program���D�F�W�L�Y�L�W�\���Z�L�W�K���\�R�X�W�K? 
For most youth programs, understanding whether the �<�R�X�W�K��Protection �3olicy applies can be determined 
through a ‘three question rule’ described by the following flowchart:

Some programs, like student teachers, daycares, athletic recruiting, and research studies involving minors, 
may have an approved alternate processes, but most youth programs have requirements in following four key 
areas, which must all be completed in advance: 

Register ing  the 
camp/program advance.  

�ƒ Registration and other requirements must be completed before an activity or program
with minors begins.

�ƒ For ongoing and pre-established activities and programs, register on an annual basis prior to
the start of the university’s academic year (i.e., August).

�ƒ Other activities and programs with minors should be completed �W�K�L�U�W�\ (��0) days in advance
to��the extent possible.
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
